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SITREP #5: NEPAL EARTHQUAKE
Caritas Scaling Up

Over 100.000 People Helped by Caritas 
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As financial resources and relief supplies arrive in increasing volumes, Caritas are able to reach out 
to greater numbers of people who have suffered as a result of the earthquakes of 25 April and 12 
May. The Caritas family is working collectively and under the leadership of Caritas Nepal to reach 
some of the hardest-hit areas with urgent relief. 
The Caritas network will support over 175,000 people with much needed shelter, water and hygiene 
kits in eight of the most affected districts by the end of June. in the wake of the 12 May earthquake, 
Caritas is planning to extend aid efforts to one further district additional to the original seven, to 
bring the total of targeted districts to eight.
To date, the Caritas network has already reached 104,975 people with basic shelter, food, and water 
sanitation supplies. The Caritas family response is summarised in the following table:
