It is needless to write that these families have left everything behind and are in need of basic
necessities; especially milk and diapers for the children. They live in crowded classrooms
with very hard conditions: these photos speak louder than words:

Ameen has also met some children in the playground of the schools: they asked for toys- guns and

tanks to play war games; ambulances and medical tools- to take care of the injured.

I live in the 3™ grade classroom one said, | live in the 4™ another volunteered but
I’'m younger than him! (referring to his friend who is living in the 3" classroom) .....
